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Single switch – single message ideas:
· Repeat line in a book
· Common greeting or common goodbye
· Request for help/assistance
· Letter sound or letter name for assessment or choice array
· Number for assessment or choice array
· New vocabulary for communication choices
· Turn on light at desk for “needs help” indicator (single switch light rather than voice output device)
· Demonstrate open and closed circuits (record the word closed when activated to indicate a closed circuit)
· Record and deliver a message 
· Record sound effects to add to a shared story (errorless – can represent the setting any time during the reading or timed – must be played during a specific setting, character or event in the story)
· Applause
· Use as voice output labels on a map or sound wall (letter sounds with mouth cards and/or letters
· Record caption for piece of art, photograph or museum exhibit and play as a tour guide
Sequencing switch ideas: 
· The sounds (phonemes) in the word then say the word (sound blending)
· A word then students say the sounds within the word (sound segmentation) or the onset and rime, or the syllables in multi-syllabic words
· The directions in a science lab, to an assignment, or any specific task
· Counting forward or backward to any number 
· Skip counting by ones, tens, fives, twos, etc.
· Class rosters for attendance or to call students to line up (nice use of randomize feature)
· A poem line by line
· Lyrics in a song line by line
· A commonly repeated whole group chant or song (Pledge of Allegiance, dinner prayer, Scouts promise, etc.)
· Common greetings or common goodbyes
· Ask a series of questions to engage in a partner dialogue
· Record the beginning pages of several books for a “book tasting” Edutopia: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=P38Jy0BpWFc to determine which book a student wants to read
· Record events provided across a visual timeline 
· Share a presentation or science fair project 
· Record steps in a recipe or task (solving a math equation steps)
· Cheering at a sporting or music event 
· As an alternative to a spinner (record spinner options and use randomize setting)
· Offer choices to friends
Switches with Levels ideas:
· Use levels for different books, songs or poems
· Vocabulary across subjects
· Different times of day within schedule (morning routine, math, science, lunch, etc.)
· From simple to complex assessment questions
· Directions to different work tasks (sort materials, stock shelves, count inventory, etc.)
· Different center rotations vocab or task access
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
